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Message from the Board  

 

2023 was a year of consolidation of the reform undertaken since the end of 2021, 

but it culminated in December with another stage in this evolutionary process: the 

inclusion of criminological sciences in the scope of activity of the CIJ and the integration 

of researchers from the CJS (Centre for Interdisciplinary Research on Crime, Justice and 

Security). It was a challenge taken on with great satisfaction. In keeping with its 

interdisciplinary approach, the CIJ now brings together the research carried out in the two 

fundamental areas of the FDUP and has extended its partnerships with new external 

organisations, both national and international. It was also a demanding challenge that 

forced a new amendment to the articles of association and led to the renaming of the 

Centre, now CIJ - Centre for Interdisciplinary Research on Justice. 

The commitment of our researchers to the development and dissemination of 

research was notable, accompanied by the CIJ Board and by the Science Manager, Dr 

Ana Luísa Pereira, and with the support of the FDUP Board and the staff of the respective 

departments. Fulfilling the requirements of gender balance, the CIJ Board now has five 

members, Graça Enes, Anabela Leão, Sandra Oliveira e Silva, José Reis and Tiago 

Ramalho. A recomposition of the now designated Board will be proposed shortly to 

reflect the representation of the two fundamental legal areas, Law and Criminology. 

The projects, publications and multiple scientific events listed below attest to the 

dynamism of the Centre and its researchers. In addition to the publications by our 

researchers, the CIJ has published collective works compiling Master's dissertations 

carried out at the FDUP in the digital field - Digital Law 2.0 - and the papers from the 

"Law and Artificial Intelligence" Conference - Law and Artificial Intelligence 

(Almedina), both in open access, in accordance with the commitment and good practices 

of open science. Springer has accepted the publication of the papers from the 1st 

International Conference of the Jean Monnet Module "A Digital Europe for Citizens". 

RED continued its regular publication, consolidating its position as a vehicle for 

disseminating research by the CIJ and other national and foreign authors. 

Among the many scientific events, we must highlight the 1st CIJ Research Day, 

the first meeting of internal reflection, open to the community and with the participation 

of the members of the External Advisory Board and renowned foreign researchers, 

Professor Klaus Heine and Professor Leonor Llanos, in which the activities and results of 
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completed and ongoing projects were presented and the paths to the future were reflected 

upon. 

Developments in 2023 were challenging, but at the same time a stimulus for 

further growth and development. In 2024 CIJ celebrates its 25th anniversary, a date that 

we will celebrate with the continuation of excellent research and a programme of 

significant events. It's still a challenging year, with the successively postponed evaluation 

process coming to fruition and the application for a new contract with the FCT. 

Nevertheless, the potential of this renewed and expanded CIJ ensures our certainty that 

we will reach a higher horizon in the consolidation and national and international 

projection of our research. The Board would like to thank all those who have been 

committed to and involved in the CIJ's activities for their essential and valuable 

collaboration in achieving the goals we have set ourselves and realising the ambition we 

all share for the future.

Presentation 

The Centre for Interdisciplinary Research on Justice (CIJ) is a R&D unit based at 

FDUP. Its main mission is to promote and develop research in the legal sciences and 

criminological sciences, both nationally and internationally. 

It came into existence in 1998 and began its scientific activity in 1999, with the 

recognition and financial support of FCT, under the name CIJE (Centre for Legal and 

Economic Research). Initially focused on the legal-economic area, it progressively 

broadened its scope to include all legal areas. The interdisciplinary approach, present 

since its origins, was reinforced in december 2023, when it embraced the criminological 

sciences, integrating the researchers and laboratory resources of CJS (Centre for 

Interdisciplinary Research on Crime, Justice and Security), which structured the research 

of the FDUP School of Criminology. The current name – Centre for Interdisciplinary 

Research on Justice – reflects this new reality. At present, it projects itself as a centre for 

aggregating perspectives and approaches. It has a unique identity on the Portuguese scene 

and its potential for growth and innovation is evident. 

The members of the CIJ are an integral part of the history of the development of 

law and criminology at a national level and project their activity internationally. They 

have been at the forefront of research on important topics on legal sciences, such as 

fundamental rights, bioethics, the prevention/combat of economic crime and the digital 
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field. Particularly, CIJ includes members who have been vital in moulding the face of 

Criminology in Portugal, given their relationship with the pioneering role played by 

U.Porto in this area. 

Throughout its history, CIJ has taken part in national and international projects, in 

partnership with Portuguese and foreign universities and organisations, and has provided 

services to the national and international institutions. Several of its members collaborate 

with relevant stakeholders who directly benefit from the research conducted here 

(Assembly of the Republic, European Commission, City Councils, Bosch, Portuguese 

Professional Football League, APAV, PSP, CEJ, CIG). 

At the same time, the CIJ, through its researchers, has been continuously 

collaborating with the FDUP, promoting and actively participating in postgraduations, 

master degrees and PhDs in the various areas of Law and Criminology. 

In addition, since it was founded, this Research Unit has welcomed dozens of 

visiting researchers from various foreign institutions, particularly from Brazil and Europe, 

thus stimulating international collaboration, mainly through joint publications, mobility 

agreements, co-organisation of scientific events and international projects. 

Currently, CIJ structures its research along three lines: 

1. Law, Business & Market, which includes studies on labour and social relations, 

business activity, consumption, civil and professional liability and tax law; 

2. Law, People & Power, which includes studies related to the emergence of new 

rights or new objects for law, studies of public policy and regulation, religious 

freedom, Europe in the international and national context, administrative law and 

family property and inheritance relations; and 

3. Crime, Security & Victimisation, which includes work on various forms of crime, 

particularly juvenile delinquency, cybercrime, organised crime, economic crime, 

the characterisation of incidence and prevalence, risk assessment and the impact 

of victimisation, particularly gender-based violence, violence against the elderly 

and cybercrime, trafficking in human beings or hate crimes, the scope of objective 

and subjective security, policing and governance and the analysis of justice 

intervention and control mechanisms. 

The reformulation of research lines is currently being discussed with a view to the 

Research Plan to be drawn up for the five-year period 2025-2029. 
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CIJ's research activity is closely linked to the training of new researchers, in 

particular by supervising master's, doctoral and post-doctoral students, and disseminating 

its results nationally and internationally by organising and participating in national and 

international conferences. For these reasons, students on FDUP doctoral programmes 

(including the only PhD in Criminology in Portugal) become junior researchers at the CIJ 

once their thesis has been definitively registered, at the end of the first year of the doctoral 

programme.  

In addition to various national and international publications, including in peer-

reviewed scientific journals with impact factor, it is important to mention the Revista 

Electrónica de Direito (RED), published by the FDUP and the CIJ. Fully open access, 

RED is published every four months, has 32 volumes and a growing list of national and 

international authors. 

Following the integration of the CJS researchers, the CIJ is comprised of a team 

of 118 researchers, with a valuable gender balance and between young and experienced 

researchers.
